WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the City of Long Branch
(“Planning Board”) has reviewed the existing Accessory Use
Ordinance \of the City of Long Branch (“City”) and has
recommended that certain modifications be made and adopted by
the governing body; and

WHEREAS, these proposed modifications were unanimously
approved by the Planning Board at its meeting of June 16,
2009; and

WHEREAS, the proposed modifications of the Planning Board
were presented to the City Planner and City Attorney for their
review; and

WHEREAS, the City believes that it 1is 1in the best
interests of the City and its residents to adopt in their
entirety the modifications proposed by the Planning Board:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City
of Long Branch that Chapter 345, Section 3 ™“Definitions” be
and 1s hereby amended and supplemented to include the
following definitions:

ACCESSORY STRUCTURE - A structure
located on the same lot and customarily
incidental and subordinate to the

principal building or use. See
“STRUCTURE” .

ACCESSORY BUILDING - See BUILDING,
ACCESSORY
BUILDING, ACCESSORY - A subordinate

building on the same lot as the
principal or main building or use that
may be used as a an accessory use and
may not be used as or converted to a
separate dwelling unit, Dbusiness or
principal use. See  BUILDING and
ACCESSORY USE.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that Chapter 345, Section 3

“Definitions” be and is hereby amended so as to revise the
existing definition of “BUILDING” to read as follows:

BUILDING - Any structure having a roof
supported by columns, piers or walls
and intended for the shelter, housing,
or enclosure of any individual, animal,
process, equipment, goods or materials
of any kind.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that Chapter 345, Section 11,

Subsection P. be and is hereby amended to add a paragraph (6),

which shall read as follows:

(6) In Residential Zones R-1 through
R-8, or with regard to any single-
family property in any other zone, any
accessory building, such ds but not
limited to detached garages, cabanas,
out buildings, sheds, workshops, green-
houses, pool houses, animal shelters,
etc. shall conform to the following:

a. shall not be greater in floor area
than 50% of the footprint of the
principal structure or use located on
the property and shall not exceed a
total combined size of 700 square feet;
and

b. shall not have more than two
accessory buildings per property; and

C. shall not be used for office space
in which no occupation, business or
service for profit is carried on, and
no stock in-trade materials are
permitted to be stored; and

d. shall include at least one parking
space 1if a garage is not present on-
site.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that Chapter 345, Section 20,
Subsection B. be and is hereby amended to add paragraph 8.,
which shall read as follows:

8. In Residential Zones R-1 through

WHEREAS, the City of Long Branch has the need to contract with appraisal firms
to provide real estate appraisal services and potential expert witness testimony in various
court actions for the contract year July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010, and has
determined that it is in the City's best interest to establish a pre-approved pool of
qualified appraisal firms from which to award contracts; and

WHEREAS, the City, through a Fair and Open Process, advertised on its website
the solicitation for receipt of qualifications from appraisal firms for said services, publicly
opened and read on June 30, 2008 (Fair and Open #016-08), and the following firms
submitted a quaiifications:

Gagliano Appraisal, LLC, Shrewsbury, NJ
McGuire Associates, LLC, Jersey City, NJ
Integra Realty Resources, Toms River, NJ
ARD Appriasal Company, Clark, NJ

WHEREAS, the qualification submissions were reviewed by the Mayor and Business
Administrator, and it was determined that Gagliano Appraisal. McGuire Associates and
Integra Realty Resources have adequate experience, staffing, and resources to be
considered for appraisal assignments that the City may require during the coming
contract year, and further the Mayor and Administrator have recommended that these
three firms be included in the 2009-2010 Appraisal Services Pool and awarded open-
ended confracts; and

WHEREAS, all contractors awarded professional services coniracts are required to
comply with City Ordinance #18-05, and by execution of the confract documents and
Political Contribution Affidavit, each firm acknowledges that it complies with the
Ordinance and has not made any political contributions that would bar it from being
awarded a contract with the City of Long Branch; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Local Public Contracts Law, the City may
authorize open-ended confracts to these firms, with the provision of certification of funds
provided by issuance of a Purchase Order prior to any work being assigned or
performed, and based upon availability of adequate funds.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Long Branch
hereby authorizes establishment of an Appraisal Services Pool, and awards open ended
contracts to Gagliano Appraisal, LLC, McGuire Associates, LLC, and Integra Realty
Resources, for such real estate appraisal services as may be required and assigned by
the City for the term from July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010, in accordance with the
Request for Quaiifications, proposals, and contract documents annexed hereto. ‘

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that any and all work that may be assigned to any of the
firms by the Department of Administration, either through solicitation of project
proposals, wherever practicable, or based upon specific qualifications and/or
recommendation of the City Attorney, as deemed in the City's best interest, shall be
subject to availability of funds and authorized by issuance of a purchase order prior fo
any work being assigned or performed.
