WHEREAS, as a result of the City of Long Branch’s designation as the Urban
Enterprise Zone, qualified businesses are eligible to collect sales tax at the
reduced rate of 3.5% as opposed to the full rate of 7%; and

WHEREAS, the monies collected at this reduced sales tax rate are deposited in
the Urban Enterprise Zone Assistance Fund by the New Jersey Division of
Taxation and are available for use by the City of Long Branch for programs and
projects designed to promote economic development and job creation; and

WHEREAS, The Urban Enterprise Zone Development Corporation of the City of
Long Branch, has requested authorization to submit an amendment to the above
resolution to the New Jersey Urban Enterprise Zone for $190,000 in matching
funds as per the annexed budget to supplement salaries and equipment; and

WHEREAS, these police officers are assigned to duties within the Long Branch
Urban Enterprise Zone; and

WHEREAS, the total estimated cost of this proposal is $475,982.00 pursuant to
the budget annexed thereby exceeding the matching 20% match of municipal
funding; and

WHEREAS, the proposal is an eligible use of Urban Enterprise Zone Assistance
Funds under the provisions of the Urban Enterprise Zone Act P.L. 1993, Chapter
367.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Long
Branch that they hereby recommend to the New Jersey Urban Enterprise zone
that it give authority pursuant to the amendment annexed for $190,000 in
matching funds to continue the salary, fringe benefits and equipment for four
previously funded UEZ police officers for a period of September 1, 2009 to
August 31, 2010.

This is in response to your recent letter in which you requested authorization to use the
competitive contracting process, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4.1(k), to secure proposals for a
property reassessment contract for the City of Long Branch.

Based on your written submission, we reviewed your request by considering the level and
characteristics of the service and the competition in the marketplace. We concluded the subject is
consistent with the intent of the statutory provisions encouraging competitive contracting.
Therefore, the director approves your request to use competitive contracting for only this
particular project.

In your development and implementation of a competitive contracting process, we cail
your attention to compliance with the statutory (N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4.1 et seq.) and regulatory
(NLJLA.C. 5:34-4.1 et seq.) provisions of the process. While we will not review the actual
application of the evaluation criteria or how a contractor was selected based on such criteria, we
reply on the City’s ability to apply the criteria in a non-discriminatory manner. Further, the term
of the contract may not exceed five years. .
