Department to review the zoning in the RC-1 Beachfront Mix Zone; and
WHEREAS, after said review of the zoning in the RC-1 Beachfront Mix
Zone, the Planning Board has recommended an Amendment to the RC-1
Beachfront Mix Zone so as to allow for the desired “mixed” nature of the zone
and still maintain the character of the established residential areas within the
zone; and
WHEREAS, the following proposed amendment to the zone would create
that desired effect; and
WHEREAS, Ordinance 345-28 is suggested to add to Subsection E
additional requirements subsection 2 to read... “The establishment of any new
stand alone commercial/retail/food uses shall be prohibited unless they are
located adjacent to and abutting an existing stand alone commercial use;” and
WHEREAS, Ordinance 345-110 Beachfront Mixed Zone Chart is to be
amended to add to other requirements and supplementary notes the following,
“Beachfront Commercial uses 345;28-E.2."; and
WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Long Branch has heard a
presentation on July 28, 2009 from the Planning Department; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer of the City of Long Branch has certified, in accordance
with the certification of funds form annexed hereto, that funds for this contract are available in
the 2009 Budget, Department of Recreation, Bureau of Conservation, Line item #9-01-083-
362, in the amount of $4,748, with remainder of funds for this contract provided by prior
certification of funds forms.
