BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LONG

BRANCH, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all

members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:2-39, it is hereby determined that the

following proceeds of obligations are no longer necessary for the purpose described therein:

$25,036.77 pursuant to Bond Ordinance No. 12-02 finally adopted
June 11, 2002, as supplemented by Bond Ordinance No. 24-03
finally adopted July 22, 2003, as further supplemented by Bond
Ordinance No. 4-04 finally adopted February 24, 2004, Bond

WHEREAS, the proposal of the Traffic Safety Unit of the Long Branch Police
Department is to prohibit left turns on Ocean Blvd. in a Northbound direction at the
intersection of Montgomery Avenue, Westbound and to allow right turns only on
Montgomery Avenue, Eastbound on Montgomery to Southbound on Ocean Blvd.; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Interlocal Services Act, the Borough of Tinton Falls
is desirous of entering into a contract with the City of Long Branch for the provision of
off-site storage of the City's backup tapes as part of disaster recovery plan for the City
of Long Branch; and

WHEREAS, the City of Long Branch agrees to pay the Borough of Tinton Falls

Be it further agreed that this Agreement shall be a continuing agreement to be
renewed annually and in the event that either party seeks to cancel this Interlocal
Agreement, then and in that event, the party wishing to cancel said agreement, must

give at least six (6) months notice from the end of each annual term to effectuate such a

termination.
