ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 345-10 OF THE CITY
OF LONG BRANCH COMBINED LAND USE ORDINANCES TO PROVIDE FOR
CLARIFICATION OF DESIGN GUIDELINES HANDBOOK 6 FOR
REDEVELOPMENT ZONING IN THE BEACHFRONT SOUTH SECTOR OF THE
REDEVELOPMENT ZONE

WHEREAS, the Oceanfront-Broadway Redevelopment Plan (the “Redevelopment
Plan”) sets forth the requirements for approval of redevelopment projects in the Oceanfront-
Broadway Redevelopment Area (the “Redevelopment Zone”); and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Plan provides for the adoption of design guidelines (the
“Design Guidelines™) setting forth more detailed design requirements for redevelopment projects
in the Redevelopment Zone; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Plan requires redevelopment projects to comply with
Design Guidelines in order to receive approval for such project and as a condition for
designation of the redeveloper of such project; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Plan and Design Guidelines Handbook 6 sets forth the
zoning and design requirements for the Beachfront South Sector of the Redevelopment Zone;
and

WHEREAS, the City of Long Branch had entered a redevelopment agreement that
authorized the use of eminent domain for the acquisition of property in the Beachfront South
Sector of the Redevelopment Zone; and

WHEREAS, the City of Long Branch subsequently entered into an agreement which
terminated the prior redevelopment agreement and the authorization for the prior designated
redeveloper to acquire any land and to develop any land in the Beachfront South Sector of the
Redevelopment Zone; and

WHEREAS, since September 2008, the City of Long Branch has been engaged in
discussions with property owners to review their preferences and chart a course for
implementation of the City’s redevelopment goals in the Beachfront South Sector without using
the tool of eminent domain; and

WHEREAS, through this process the City of Long Branch has gained a consensus with
the existing property owners in the Beachfront South Sector as to how to implement the City’s
redevelopment goals without the use of eminent domain in the Beachfront South Sector and
provide for clarification with respect to certain zoning and development requirements contained
in the Redevelopment Plan and Design Guidelines Handbook 6.

Pre-Existing Non-Conforming Structures

Existing structures that do not meet the requirements of the Redevelopment Plan
or Design Guidelines for use, building footprint, pervious coverage, bulk, or
parking may remain in their current configuration as pre-existing, non-conforming
structures.

Additions and Alterations to Pre-Existing Non-Conforming Structures

Additions or Alterations to pre-existing, non-conforming structures are permitted,
subject to the following conditions:

a. New construction must be in compliance with the Building Code;
b. No additional units may be constructed;
c. Pervious coverage requirements (15% minimum) per the Beachfront South

Design Guidelines Handbook 6 must be met; and

d. Additions must comply with Chapter 345, Zoning, Article III, General
Regulations, §345-10, Permitted Modifications and Exceptions, Items A,
B,C,E, Fand H.

New Construction

New construction must be fully-compliant with the Beachfront South Design
Guidelines Handbook 6.

Residential Uses

Permitted residential use shall include pre-existing single-family homes,
residential hotel accommodations, and bed and breakfasts guesthouses, as defined
in and subject to the requirements of N.J.A.C. 5:70-1.5.

ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS
AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK
(N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14)

WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation of its
annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget up to 2.5% unless authorized by ordinance
to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance,
appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage rate as
an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Long Branch in the County of Monmouth finds it advisable and
necessary to increase its CY 2010 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, in the
interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council hereby determines that a 3.5 % increase in the budget for said year, amounting to
$380,737.32 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the Local Government Cap
Law, is advisable and necessary; and,

WHEREAS the City Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove, that is not
appropriated as part of the final budget, shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the
next two succeeding years. :

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of Long Branch, in the County of
Monmouth, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body affirmatively concurring, that,
in the CY 2010 budget year, the final appropriations of the City of Long Branch shall, in accordance with this
ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased by 3.5 %, amounting to $ 1,330,580.61, and that the CY
2010 municipal budget for the City of Long Branch be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance;
and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as
part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two
succeeding years; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed with the Director
of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the recorded vote
included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption.
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
