AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCES #1-09 & #17-09
OF THE CITY OF LONG BRANCH, SECTION 345-122 ENTITLED

“HISTORIC PRESERVATION ORDINANCE”

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Long Branch, in the
County of Monmouth and State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1.

Section 345-122 entitled “Historic Preservation Ordinance of the City of

Long Branch is hereby amended to re-number this new provision as Chapter 345-122 as under:

§345-122. Short Title.

Membership: The Commission shall consist of seven (7) regular
members, three (3) of which shall be Class A and three (3) of which shall
be Class B, and who shall serve without compensation, except that
Commission members shall be reimbursed for reasonable and necessary
expenses incurred in the performance of official business within the
guidelines of the budget established by the City Council. Two (2)
Commission members shall be appointed solely by the Mayor and five
(5) Commission members shall be appointed solely by the City Council.
The Commission shall include members from each of the following
classes:

1) Class A: a person knowledgeable in building design and
construction or architectural history and who may reside outside
the municipality; and

Class B: a person who is knowledgeable of or with a
demonstrated interest in local history and who may reside outside
the municipality; and

Class C: regular members who are not designated Class A or B
shall be designated as Class C. Class C members shall be citizens
of the municipality who shall hold no other municipal office,
position or employment, except for membership on the Planning
Board or the Board of Adjustment.

No member of the Commission shall be permitted to act on any
matter in which he or she has, either directly or indirectly, any
personal or financial interest, and all members shall disclose to
the Commission any such personal or financial interest.

CALENDAR YEAR 2010
ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS

AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK
(N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14)

WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation of its
annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget up to 2.5% unless authorized by ordinance
to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance,
appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage rate as
an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Long Branch in the County of Monmouth finds it advisable and
necessary to increase its CY 2010 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, in the
interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council hereby determines that a 3.5 % increase in the budget for said year, amounting to
$380,737.32 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the Local Government Cap
Law, is advisable and necessary; and,

WHEREAS the City Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove, that is not
appropriated as part of the final budget, shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the
next two succeeding years.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of Long Branch, in the County of
Monmouth, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body affirmatively concurring, that,
in the CY 2010 budget year, the final appropriations of the City of Long Branch shall, in accordance with this
ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased by 3.5 %, amounting to $ 1,332,580.61, and that the CY
2010 municipal budget for the City of Long Branch be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance;
- and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as
part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two
succeeding years; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed with the Director
of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the recorded vote
included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption.

ORDINANCE CONSENTING TO ASSIGNMENT OF TAX ABATMENT
AGREEMENTGRANTED UNDER N.J.S.A. 40A:21-1, ET SEQ. “FIVE YEAR
EXEMPTION AND ABATEMENT LAW” FOR 55 MELROSE PLACE FROM PIER
VILLAGE APPLIED LWAG, LLC TO 55 MELROSE PLACE LLC AND
CONDOMINIUM UNIT OWNERS

WHEREAS, the City of Long Branch (“City”) adopted Ordinance No. 40-07 on
October 23, 2007 which authorized the Mayor of the City to enter into a tax
abatement agreement with Pier Village Applied LWAG LLC (“PVAL") pursuant to
which PVAL was granted tax abatement of real estate taxes on the improvements
constructed by PVAL for a five year period, with a phase in to full taxation by the end
of the fifth year of the completion pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:21-1 et seq., the Five Year
Exemption and Abatement Law.

WHEREAS, the PVAL and City entered into that certain Tax Abatement
Agreement dated _ with respect to premises then known as Block 225.03, Lot
2.03 (Buildings 7 and 8), and p Block 290.01, Lot 1.08 (Building 3 and parking
garagé), and Lot 1.10 (Building 2) (the “Original Tax Abatement Agreement”).

WHEREAS, Lot 2.03 in Block 225.03 has been subdivided into two lots: lot
2.05, upon which Building 8, also known as 55 Melrose Place, is located and lot 2.06,
upon which Building 7 is located.

WHEREAS, PVAL desires to convey Building 8 to 55 Melrose Place LLC,
which intends to convert Building 8 to condominium ownership and has requested the
City’s approval of the assignment of the five year tax abatement for Building 8 from
PVAL to 55 Melrose Place LLC in conjunction with the transfer of the property and
assignment of the benefits of the tax abatement to any subsequent purchasers of
condominium units in Building 8 for the balance of the five year term under the
Original Tax Abatement Agreement.

WHEREAS, 55 Melrose Place LLC has requested that upon transfer of

Building 8 to it, the City enter into a new tax abatement agreement for Building 8 for

the balance of the term under the Original Tax Abatement Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of
Long Branch that the City hereby approves the assignment of the benefits of the
short term tax exemption granted to PVAL under N.J.S.A. 40A:21-1, et seq. for
Building 8 (i) from PVAL to 55 Melrose Place LLC and (ii) to purchasers of
condominium units in Building 8 for the balance of the term of the Tax Abatement

Agreement.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the Mayor of the City of Long Branch being
the same is hereby authorized to execute a tax agreement with 55 Melrose Place
LLC for the balance of the five year tax exemption for Building 8, which agreement
shall contain a provision that each condominium unit in Building 8, whether owned
by 55 Melrose Place LLC or a unit purchaser, shall continue to be subject to the
five year tax exemption initially granted to PVAL, and the exemption from taxation
shall not be affected by a subsequent deed conveying title of a unit from 55
Melrose Place LLC to a bona fide unit grantee, such agreement to be vconsistent
with the terms of this ordinance as certified by the City attorney of the City of Long
Branch and as reviewed by the tax assessor of the City of Long Branch.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that this Ordinance shall take effect immediately

after the final passage and publication as required by law.
