WHEREAS adequate provision for such funding was not made in the temporary
budget.

WHEREAS the total emergency temporary resolutions adopted in the year 2010
pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 96, P.L. 1951 (N.J.S.A.40A:4-20) including the
increase represented by this resolutiontotal .............................. $ 14,600,000.00
in addition to the original temporary budget adopted January 1, 2010 in the amount
of $15,400,000.00 for a total Year to Date temporary budget of $ 30,000,000.00.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Long
Branch (not less than 2/3 affirmatively concurring) that the items of appropriation
appearing on the attached list be included in the temporary budget for the City for
the year 2010, and that in accordance with the Statute such item of appropriation
will be included in the 2010 budget as finally adopted.
