5. a In the event federal, state or local funding is discontinued or materially reduced,
the County reserves the right to modify or terminate this grant agreement upon written notice to
the Agency. This grant agreement is subject to the availability and appropriation of sufficient
funds in the year(s) during which it is in effect.

b. If revenue from other funding sources exceeds the amount contained in the
approved budget (Appendix B), the funding allocated by the County may be correspondingly

reduced.
