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AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING AN

ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF LONG BRANCH IN THE

COUNTY OF MONMOUTH AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY
CHAPTER 116 BEACHES FEES 2010

BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Long Branch in the
County of Monmouth and State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION 1- That section 116-2 admission rate of the ordinance entitled the
Revised General Ordinances of the City of Long Branch, in the County of Monmouth and
State of New Jersey, is amended by substituting the following provisions in their place:

A) Seasonal Beach Passes of the City of Long Branch shall be sold for the
summer bathing season (extending from May 29, 2010 through August 26, 201 0)
commencing on May 1, 2010 at the below rate classification.

1. Children 17 & under : Free Admission (ID Required)
Person 18 years of age thru 61 :Thirty-five 335.00
Person 62 years of age & over :Free Admission (ID Required)

B) Daily Beach Fees of the City of Long Branch shall be sold at daily rates as
follows:

1. Children 17 & under : Free Admission (ID Required)
Person 18 years of age thru 61 :Five $5.00
Person 62 years of age & over :Free Admission (ID Required)

C) Persons physically or mentally disabled, free admission for the purposes of this
section, “Physically or mentally disabled means a person who produces evidence that they
are receiving Social Security benefits for a physical or mental disability. U.S. Armed
Service Veterans of War, who reside in the City of Long Branch, receive free admission.
Veterans should contact the Long Branch Veterans Administration officer to receive their
beach pass.

D) Sale of the Seasonal Beach Passes for the City of Long Branch shall be made
at the Long Branch Recreation Office, 3 Bay Avenue, Long Branch, New Jersey, Monday
through Friday from 10:00 AM to 4:00 p.m. and on weekends starting Memorial Day
Weekend, badges will be available for sale at our Beach Office located at North Bath
Avenue on the Boardwalk, commencing on June 19, 2010 Seasonal Beach Badges will be
available on a Daily basis at North Bath Avenue Beach office only from 10:00 a.m. to
3:00 p.m..

SECTION II- Severability.

If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be
adjudges invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section paragraph, subdivision,
clause or provision as adjudged and the reminder of this ordinance shall be deemed valid

and effective.

SECTION III

This Ordinance shall take effect after final passage and publication according to law.

WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, which awards
the CDBG, requires that for the 2010 Program Year all entitlement communities must
combine their annual CDBG application with a Five-Year Consolidated Plan so that this
and future annual applications will be based on more thorough analysis of needs and
greater citizen participation; and

WHEREAS, the City is applying for $558,403 in CDBG for the 2010 Annual Plan and
projecting a Five-Year CDBG budget of approximately $2,950,000 to be spent according to the
attached Consolidated Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City is required to submit a Five-Year Consolidated Plan containing the projects
for the City of Long Branch for the next five Annual Work Programs;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Long Branch City Council approves the 2010
Annual Plan application and the 2010-2014 Five-Year Consolidated Plan for CDBG, contingent
on the availability of funds from HUD.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to sign any and all
documents pertaining to the amendments, annual application, contract agreement and Five-
Year Consolidated Plan.

Executive Summary

ction

The HUD Five-Year Consolidated Plan for the City of Long Branch will focus on prior-
ity needs established by the Office of Community and Economic Development, the
lead agency for the administration of the CDBG Program.

The statutes for grant programs set forth three basic goals which relate the HUD’s
major commitments and priorities. The first major statutory goal of the CPD pro-
grams is to provide decent and affordable housing. The second statutory goal of the
CPD programs is to provide a suitable living environment. The third statutory goal of
the CPD programs is to expand economic opportunities. Each of these statutory
goals must benefit low income persons.

Consultation Process

The Consolidated Planning Process included consultation with housing service
providers, social service agencies, non-profit organizations, civic associations,
social and recreation organizations, religious denominations, business associa-
tions, relevant departments within City and County government and local
elected and appointed officials.

Citizen Participation

Federal regulations require that the entitlement community provide for citizen
participation in the Consolidated Plan process. The City of Long Branch has
encouraged citizens and organizations serving the community to provide input
throughout the planning process by holding six public forums during the pe-
riod of June 2009 through November 2009.

Lead Agency

For the purpose of coordination and reporting, the City of Long Branch Office
of Community and Economic Development shall be the lead agency for the
Consolidated Plan Process.

mmunity Profile

The land area of Long Branch is 5.2 square miles. Taxable property in the
City is broken out as follows: 77% residential, 11.5% commercial, 8.5 %

apartments. The total population of Long Branch in 2009 is estimated to be
32,400.

It is estimated that there are 13,680 households in Long Branch. More than
half of the housing units were renter-occupied in 2000. Owner-occupied units
have increased slightly during the period 2004-2009, as have the renter-
occupied units with the production of additional units in Long Branch.

In 2009, average rent for a single bedroom unit exceeds $900 for a market
rate unit and median property value has increased to $240,000 per unit.

The low/mod census tracts/block groups in Long Branch are 8054.00/4,5;
8056.00/1,2,3; 8058.00/1,2; 8058.01/1,2,4; 8058.02/1; 8059.00/1,2,4,7;
8060.00/2.

Basis for Assigning Priorities

The basis for assigning objectives is derived from the Housing and Homeless
Needs Assessment and the Housing Market Analysis, consultation with service
providers and citizen participation forums.

Date presented indicates the following priority of needs:

High Priority: Provide economic opportunities for Blacks, Hispanics
and other ethnic minority renter households living at or below 30% of
MFI through targeted outreach in job training and job creation pro-
grams.

High Priority: Housing units affordable to low income renters and po-
tential low income buyers.
