ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING SECTION 75-11(A)(2) ENTITLED
“ EAVES OF ABSENCE,” SECTION A(2) ENTITLED “SICK LEAVE” OF THE
“REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF LONG BRANCH.

WHEREAS, Leaves of absence and sick leave for employees of the City of Long
Branch are set forth in Section 75-11A of the Long Branch City Code; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 75-11A(2) describes the leaves of absence of
employees of the City of Long Branch who retire for reasons of physical disability, age
or length of service; and

WHEREAS Ordinance No. 75-11A(2) states when an employee retires for
reasons of physical disability, age, or length of service, such employee shall be entitled
to 25% of his accumulative sick days’ pay not exceeding $3,000 in total; and

WHEREAS, New Jersey statute requires an employee to be paid up to $15,000
in total accumulation for sick days; and

WHEREAS, amendment of this City Ordinance is in accordance with the State
Statute and recommended by Apruzzese, McDermott, Mastro & Murphy, Labor Counsel
for the City of Long Branch; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council concur with the recommendation made
by the Labor Counsel, and wish to amend the City Code accordingly.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Long
Branch that Ordinance No.75-11A(2), entitled “Leaves of absence” and Section A
entitled “Sick Leave,” Paragraph (2) of the Revised General Ordinances of the City of
Long Branch, be and is hereby to read as follows:

When an employee retires for reasons of physical disability, age or length

of service, such employee shall be entitled to be reimbursed for 50% of

his/her accumulative sick days' pay not exceeding $15,000 in total. The

$15,000 cap is consistent with State statute, and this provision shall be
interpreted so as to be in compliance with said statute. However, this
provision may be altered by written contract entered into between the City

and an employee or employees in the sole discretion of the Mayor and

Council. The retiring employee shall, if possible, advise the Chief

Administrative Officer of the intention to retire by November 1 of the year

prior to the year of retirement so that budget requirements may be met

and so provided. In the event of an employee’s death, such payment shall

be made to the beneficiary as indicated on the employee’s P.E.R.S.
retirement form.



NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED that this Ordinance shall take effect
immediately upon final passage and publication in accordance with the law.

The provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED that in the event that any portion of this
Ordinance is found to be invalid for any reason by any Court of competent jurisdiction,
such judgment shall be limited in its effect only to the portion of the Ordinance actually
adjudged invalid and shall not be deemed to affect the operation of any other portion

thereof, which shall remain in full force and effect.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED that all other Ordinances or parts of
Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such

inconsistencies.

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RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING REIMBURSEMENT OF CERTAIN AMOUNTS
TO VARIOUS QUALIFIED PRIVATE COMMUNITIES FOR SNOW REMOVAL
COSTS INCURRED DURING THE WINTER SEASON OF 2009-2010 AND
STREET LIGHTING COSTS INCURRED DURING THE YEAR 2010

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Condominium Services Act, also know as the “Kelly Act”,
N.J.S.A. 40:67-23.2, et. Seq., municipalities are required to provide certain services to
qualified private communities a reimbursement payment therefore; and

WHEREAS, the services to be provided (or reimbursed) include the removal of snow
and ice from the roads and streets within the qualified private communities, as well as the
payment of costs associated with the provision of lighting along the roads and streets
within the qualified private communities, to the extent of payment for the electricity
required but not including the installation or maintenance of lamps, standard, wiring or
other equipment; and

WHEREAS, the City has calculated the amounts that are required to be paid, as a
reimbursement, to the various qualified private communities within the City for snow
removal costs incurred during the winter season of 2009-2010, and for street lighting
costs during the year 2010; and

WHEREAS, the amounts to be reimbursed are specified in more detail on the attached
Schedule A; and

WHEREAS, the total amount to be reimbursed for snow removal costs incurred during
the winter season of 2009-2010 is $7,579.63; and

WHEREAS, the total amount to be reimbursed for street lighting costs incurred during
the year 2010 is $8,910.72; and

WHEREAS, the grand total reimbursement amount for the above years, which includes
both the snow removal and street lighting costs referenced above equates to $16,490.35;
and




WHEREAS, the City of Long Branch wishes to authorize payment of the above
reimbursement amounts to the various qualified private communities, which shall be paid
in full satisfaction of the City’s obligations under the Kelly Act for snow removal costs
for the winter season of 2009-2010, and for street lighting costs for the year 2010; and

WHEREAS, for the specific amounts to reimburse to each of the qualified private
communities for the years in question are shown in more detail on Schedule A.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Long
Branch as follows:

1 - That the City hereby authorizes a refund in the total amount of $7,579.63 to
the various qualified private communities listed on the attached Schedule A, in
the specific amounts referenced on the said schedule, pursuant to the Kelly Act,
for snow removal costs for the winter season of 2009-2010.

2 - That the City hereby authorizes a refund in the total amount of $8,779.68 to
the various qualified private communities listed on the attached Schedule A, in
the specific amounts referenced on the said schedule, pursuant to the Kelly Act,
for street lighting costs for year 2010.

3 - That the refunds authorizing herein shall be forwarded to the official
“Association” addresses that are on file with the City of Long Branch for each of
the qualified private communities referenced on the attached Schedule. If there is
no official “Association” address on file with the City, or if there is any problem
associated with locating the proper payee or proper address for any specific
refund authorized herein, the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to
retain the refund amount for the benefit of the qualified private community until
such time as an investigation has been made and distribution has been authorized
by the City Attorney’s Office.
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- That the aforesaid reimbursement payments are being made in full satisfaction
of the City’s obligations under the Kelly Act for snow removal costs for the
winter season of 2009-2010 and for street lighting costs for the year 2010.

- That a certified copy of this resolution shall be provided to each of the
qualified communities referenced on the attached schedules, Howard Woolley,
Administrator; Ronald Mehlhom, Director of Finance; Michael Martin,
Comptroller; Fred Migliaccio, Director of Public Works; James Aaron, City
Attorney; Fred Raffetto, Esq.
